On Sept. 12, 2004, 25 people met in a conference
room at the Thistle Euston Hotel. Twenty four
descendants, or their spouses of Nathaniel or
Obadiah Seeley and one tour director. Some knew
each other, but for some it was a chance to meet
cousins that they had never seen before.

Kathie Olsen introduced our tour director John S.
Hood. John was the perfect tour director for us and
by tour’s end Friday night he became known as “John
Seeley Hood”. Kathie then had members introduce
themselves, and give any input about the tour. The
first thing we learned about from a cousin was the
customs officers prejudices about American beef
jerky. The itinerary was laid out for the tour and there
was discussion about DNA and recent test results.
Plans were made for the following morning and the
adventure had officially begun.

Monday morning began as all mornings on the
tour would with breakfast in the hotel, then on to the
bus. As we left London for Huntingdon it was raining.

John told us he felt we would escape the rain at our
destination; he was right. Our first stop was the Oliver

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The President’s Report

Eugene Seelye has agreed to chair the
nominating committee to select a new slate of
candidates for officers of SGS. George Seeley
has agreed to assist him with this important
task. The new slate of officers will be elected at
the next SGS Reunion in Abilene, Kan. If you
would like to serve, contact Eugene at
easeelye@epix.net or George at
gseeleyl@usadatanet.net. The nine elected
officers are: President, First Vice President,
Second Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer,
Chief Genealogist, and three Directors.

The SGS Board approved upgrading two of the test subject’'s DNA
results, from the original Obadiah Seeley DNA Test, from 10 markers to 37
markers. The objective of this upgrade is to (1) increase our confidence in
the Nathaniel Seeley DNA signature and (2) to provide 37 marker
signatures for both the Obadiah and Nathaniel lines so that other Seeley
males can compare their DNA signatures and help understand their
ancestral line. Results of this additional DNA testing will be reported in this
Newsletter. The Nathaniel and Obadiah DNA signatures, from the
matching results we now have, are:

| encourage male members with a Seeley (spelled various ways) surname
to participate in this second (37 marker) Seeley DNA Lineage Project that
was announced in the August 2004 Newsletter. The success of this test
will increase as more members participate.

I would like to recognize and sincerely thank SGS Member Dr. Ken
McCrea and SGS Researcher (and Obadiah Seeley descendant) Fred
Hart, Jr., CG for their advice on DNA testing and SGS research. | would
also like to thank SGS Member Wesley Waring for directing a successful
Obadiah Seeley DNA Test Project. The final report of that project was
printed in the August 2004 SGS Newsletter and is posted on the Seeley
website at www.Seeley-Society.net.

There is a column in
the files that contain John Seely’s ancestor file index that has confused
some users of the CD. The “Death” column contains a date, even for living
persons. The date shown actually represents the date the person
submitted the info to John. It means the person, if deceased, died after
that date. The notation “aft” was inadvertently left out of the column
heading. As it now stands, the column is appropriately, but erroneously,
interpreted as listing the death of an actual living person. This is not the
case. It is the date the information was received by John.

Cromwell museum.
Cromwell lived from
1599-1658 and was the
first commoner to rule
England.

Shakespeare (1564-1616).

John Hood and Kathie Olsen made the trip very
special. John spent time as we were traveling from
one site to another teaching us about England. None
of us will forget his explanations of nursery rhymes
and their origins; it was a great history lesson. Also,
Kathie had journeyed through Britain previously in
order to plan our adventure. She chose the Cromwell
Museum, and Shakespeare’s birthplace, as those
were notable people who were alive when Robert
Seeley was. By selecting them we were able to better
experience what Robert would have through artifacts
and museums. The organization of the tour was well
thought out and flowed smoothly from beginning to
end. In the afternoon we visited Kenilworth Castle,
built in the 11" century. That evening was spent in
Coventry home of Lady Godiva, and Peeping Tom.

Wednesday morning we started with a walk
through Oxford, and a chance to explore on our own.
We then made our way to the historic dockyard at
Portsmouth where we visited the Mary Rose, a ship
launched by Henry VIII in 1511. It sank in 1545 and
raised in 1982 and is currently kept in a controlled
environment.

Thursday brought a trip to Battle Abbey in
Hastings, site of the Battle of William the Conqueror
and Harold in 1066. The tour of Battle Abbey was a
walking tour of the Abbey where we could see the
area where the battle of Hastings was fought. The
next stop was Canterbury with a choice of going to
the Cathedral or walking the narrow streets of the
town. After Canterbury we returned to London and
the Thistle Euston Hotel.

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Status Report on SGS Genealogical Research
By Jim Seeley, SGS President and Chairman, SGS Research Objectives Committee

This article continues with my plan to provide a
status of SGS research efforts in each SGS Newslet-
ter. It does not repeat information contained in the
May and August Newsletters on the status of SGS
research.

The August 2004 SGS Newsletter, page 3,
contains details on research planed and approved
by the SGS Board regarding immigrant Obadiah
Seeley’s ancestry. However, before initiating those
efforts, we are awaiting a copy of the results of some
research already done in the Birmingham, England
area on Obadiah Seeley and his father William who
lived there. Unfortunately, this research may not be
available to us until early next year.

The William Seeley of Birmingham who had a
son Obadiah (chr. 1614) also had a daughter
Sarah Seeley who married an Obadiah Bruen. Sarah
and Obadiah Bruen also immigrated to America in
the 1600s. Dian Little is preparing a presentation to
give at the 2005 SGS Reunion in Abilene that covers
the Bruens, among other things. Researcher Jerome
Anderson told me recently that he has never found a
New England record of the paths of Obadiah Seeley
ever crossing those of Sarah and Obadiah Bruen.

Genealogical research often takes surprising and
interesting turns. A report by Mr. Douglas Richard-
son, M.A. was brought to our attention recently. Mr.
Richardson did some research on Robert Seeley for
a Mrs. Luedemann in about 1996. During a recent
phone call, Mr. Richardson authorized us to distribute
his report to SGS Members and Seeley researchers.
Mrs. Luedemann had provided Mr. Richardson with a
copy of the Alan Phipps research report on Robert
Seeley from which most of our knowledge of Robert's
ancestors in England comes. Mr. Richardson’s major
conclusions were:

1. He could find "no evidence to support the pur-
ported (Phipps) pedigree of his (Robert's) ances-
try in Huntingdonshire."

2. He believed the possibility exists "that Robert
Seeley was related to his fellow immigrants Oba-
diah Seeley and Sarah (Seeley) Bruen, both of
whom Jerome Anderson believes came from Bir-
mingham, co. Warwick."

Mr. Richardson’s report appears to have been
influenced to a significant degree by a book written
by Mr. Phillip Dunn who cautioned genealogists
about the possibility of confusing the histories of two
men of the same name. Mr. Richardson said “his own
feeling is that there were two men named Robert
Seeley at the same time in London, both of whom
were shoemakers.”

| called Mr. Richardson and indicated my surprise
at his giving such a high degree of credence to the
theory that there may have been two Roberts who

lived in London at the same time, both of whom were
shoemakers. | also informed him of our recent DNA
test results that indicate there was not a close rela-
tionship between immigrants Robert and Obadiah
Seeley.

The story gets more interesting. It was separately
and recently reported to me that "Mr. Storrs H.
Seeley states Robert's particular branch might have
resided in Southwick, half an hour's walk from
Robert's Home on Coleman St. in London, south
across London Bridge. Here we find contemporary
with Robert, a nest of Seeleys, including a George
and two other Roberts.” Our Chief Genealogist is
trying to track down the source of this statement.

SGS Member John Seeley has volunteered to
search cordswainer apprentice records in Lon-
don for a second Robert Seeley as recommended
by Mr. Richardson. We know of one cordswainer re-
cord that states Robert Seeley was the son of William
Seeley of Hunt(ingdon). Mr. Richardson also recom-
mends we try to determine if Robert lived close to his
Master to help clarify Robert's cordswainer appren-
ticeship. We also know immigrant Robert worked as
a cordswainer (with leather) in New England.

There have been some important DNA results
reported over the past three months. See Dr.
McCrea’s article on DNA testing in this newsletter.
Future DNA test results may point to some worth-
while research objectives. Please contact me with
your suggestions.

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Update on the Seeley DNA Lineage Project

The second SGS DNA project is now underway. In

the second phase of the DNA project we are using a

different lab for the analysis. Relative Genetics offers

a reasonably priced 37-marker test and has a very

fast turn-around time for returning the results. The

original project was done at Oxford Ancestors using a

10-marker test. The additional markers give a much

clearer picture of the relationships between the
people tested.

To get the project started, SGS paid for the cost
of having the 10 marker tests of two of the original
participants (one each from the Nathaniel and
Obadiah lines) upgraded to 37 markers. The original
testing found clear differences in the Nathaniel and
Obadiah lineages for two of ten markers. When
expanded to the 37-marker test, there appear to be
10 markers out of the 37 tested that are different.
This definitely confirms that Nathaniel and Obadiah
were not closely related.

There are several objectives of the Seeley DNA
Lineage Project. These are:

1. Clarify the relationship between the immigrants
Nathaniel and Obadiah.

2. Establish a database that can be used by people
with unconnected Seeley lineages to help find
where they fit in.

3. Help confirm lineages found by researchers.

4. Establish DNA marker profiles for other Seeley
immigrants.

5. Help to answer genealogical mysteries, such as
the “two Williams” question®.

The preliminary results of this project are linked
on the SGS web site at http://Seeley-Society.net, or
can be reached directly at http://SeeleyDNA.info.
One test for a descendant on one of the “two
Williams” has been done, and it confirms that he is
an Obadiah descendant. Two people with
unconnected lineages have been tested. One was
found to be an Obadiah descendant and the other
descends from Nathaniel.

As additional people are tested, we expect to be
able to define lineages for additional generations
after the immigrants using DNA. Several mutations
(differences in the values) in other markers have
been found by the project. These mutations should
eventually be usable to define additional generations
once we have a larger database of marker profiles for
Seeleys of known lineage.

WE NEED YOUR HELP TO DO THIS.
Additional test results will be required to achieve our
objectives. If your line has not been tested, please
contact the project director, Dr. Ken McCrea, to
volunteer. Individual participants will pay for their
own testing, or can make donations towards the cost
of testing for others (kind of a “scholarship” program).
The people tested must be 1) male, and 2) have the
Seeley surname, or any of its many variations. If you
do not have these two characteristics yourself, you
can either find a relative who does and have them
tested, or make a donation towards the cost of
testing for others.

Please consider participating if:

1. You are descended from a Seeley immigrant

(any spelling) other than Nathaniel or Obadiah.

2. You have a lineage that has not been tested yet.

3. You haven't identified your Seeley immigrant.

4. You want to confirm your genealogical research

using genetics.

5. You would like to help other Seeley researchers

find their ancestry.

Y There were two William Seeleys, both Obadiah
descendants, whose connection to the
established lineage is not clear. One line is:
Obadiah (SGS#4), Jonas (SGS#19), Ebenezer
(SGS#63), Nathaniel (SGS#189), Samuel
(SGS#501), William (SGS#1692), and the other
is: Obadiah (SGS#4), Jonas (SGS#19), Samuel
(SGS# 59), Joseph (SGS#182), Samuel
(SGS#467), William (SGS#1595).

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Timeline of Robert Seeley (SGS #1)

Sources: Most of the information on Robert Seeley's
ancestry in England was taken from the Alan Phipps
research report. Robert Seeley's life in New England
was taken from sources identified in the SGS First
Five Generations Book.

There are many variations of the Seeley
name. The records of St. John’s Parish, Huntingdon
spell the name, Seley. The original records of St.
Stephen’s Church, Coleman Street, London spell the

name, Seely.
4 Jul 1602. Robert Seley christened at St. John
Parish Church, Huntingdon,

Huntingdonshire,England. Son of William Seley
(christened 23 Feb 1563/4, St. Bartholemew’s Parish
Church, Great Gransden, Huntingdonshire, England;
buried St. Mary's Parish Church, Bluntisham cum
Earith, Huntingdonshire, England) and Grace Prett
Seeley (buried 5 June 1614 St. Mary's Parish
Church, Bluntisham cum Earith, Huntingdonshire,
England). William and Grace were married 30 Sept
1584 St. Bartholemew’s Parish Church, Great
Gransden, Huntingdonshire, England. It seems likely
that William Seeley was the son of Thomas Seeley
(buried 6 Oct 1579, St. Bartholemew's Parish
Church, Great Gransden, Huntingdonshire, England)
and Elizabeth Mitchell/Michell Seeley (christened 11
July 1539; buried 24 Feb 1563/4 St. Bartholemew’s
Parish Church, Great Gransden, Huntingdonshire,
England). Thomas Seeley was the son of William
(buried 8 Dec 1565, St. Bartholemew’'s Parish
Church, Great Gransden, Huntingdonshire, England)
and Elizabeth Seeley (buried 6 Sep 1650, St.
Bartholemew's Parish Church, Great Gransden,
Huntingdonshire, England).

10 Mar 1623. Apprentice record is recorded for
Robert Seley in the Cordwainer (originally one who
worked with cordovan leather — a shoemaker)
Company Records. "Robert Seley ye sonne of
William Seley of Hunt in ye county of Hunt bound to
John Plomer citt[izen]..." (Now at Guildhall Library,
London, Ancient Apprentice and Freedom Book. p. 7,
L37 M5/S 7351-1) Normally an apprentice was about
14 years old but it appears that Robert was older and
experienced because he only served three years
instead of the customary seven.

Between 1 Aug 1626 — 17 July 1627. Robert Seley
released from apprenticeship by payment of silver
spoon. He was authorized to work in London and
also to become a citizen of London.

15 Dec 1626. Robert Seely married at St. Stephen’s
Church, Coleman St., London, England to Mary
Mason (died between 10 Mar 1646 and 1651, New
Haven Colony, Connecticut). Possibly this Mary (born
about 1590) was a widow having previously married
a Mr. Heath and Walter Mason (buried 1 Sep 1625,

St.  Stephen’s Church, Coleman St., London,

England). Mary, the widow, had at least ten children,

all of whom were dead before or during 1626.

1627/30. Robert Seely paid tythe; living quarters at 7

Coleman Street. He also paid for 1628/29 and

1629/30.

16 Sep 1627. Son Nathaniel christened St. Stephen’s

Church, Coleman St., London, England.

29 Mar 1630. Robert left London

8 Apr 1630. Robert sailed from the Isle of Wight as a

part of the John Winthrop Fleet. It is not known if

Mary and Nathaniel accompanied him or came at a

later time.

12 Jun 1630. Winthrop Fleet arrived Salem,

Massachusetts.

Jul 1630. Robert was one of forty organizers of The

First Church of Watertown, Massachusetts.

18 May 1631. Robert admitted as a freeman in

Watertown, Massachusetts.

1636. Robert joined a small group that colonizes

Wethersfield, Connecticut.

1637. Robert appointed a Lieutenant and second in

command in an expedition against the Pequot

Indians.

26 May 1637. Robert severely wounded with an

arrow to the eyebrow. He carried the scar for the rest

of his life.

Fall, 1638. Robert joined the "Quinpiac" or New

Haven Colony. John Davenport, former Curate of St.

Stephen’s Church, Coleman St., London is leader of

group.

Jun 1639. Robert is one of the church members to

sign the Fundamental Agreement for the New Haven

Colony and appointed Marshall of the Colony. He

was reappointed to the office for 1640, 1641 and

1642.

1645. Robert Seeley was requested by the court as

to prices and quality of the leather being used by the

inhabitants, "that some course may be taken of it to

moderate the price of leather and shoes."

Feb 1646. Brother Seeley is assigned to sit in the 4th

seat in the middle row and Sister Seeley is assigned

the 6th seat in the women’s seats in the middle row

of the New Haven Church.

May 1646. Robert Seeley appointed "sealer of

leather."

June 1648. As "sealer of leather" Robert Seeley

complained to the Court that leather not fit to be

sealed was being used and named persons doing so.

3 Aug 1651. Robert gave his son, Nathaniel, his

house and lands. No mention is made of Mary Mason

Seeley, so it is assumed that she has died before this

transaction.

23 Mar_1652. Robert is present on Long Island, New

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Seely in the Spotlight

Montell Seely
Family Man, Historian, Sheep Rancher

If you go on the internet and do a Google search on
the name Montell Seely, the results will likely lead
you to believe there are quite a few people with that
name. There’'s the Montell Seely who built an
overshot waterwheel to power a saw mill, and
founded the Intermountain Chapter of the Society for
the Preservation of Old Mills. There’s the Montell
Seely who is a sheep rancher in Castle Dale, Utah
talking about the area’s cycles of rainfall. There’s the
environmentally concerned Montell Seely working to
preserve the San Rafael Western Legacy District and
National Conservation Area. There's the Montell
Seely who led handcart treks across the Mormon
Trail in 1996 and 1997. And there’s the Montell Seely
who, along with his wife Kathryn, was recognized in
2004 with the Mayors Award by the Utah Humanities
Council for documenting the history of Emery County
and authoring the Castle Valley Pageant, a theatrical
production that tells the stories of Emery County's
pioneer settlers.

The surprise is that all those folks are actually the
same Montell Seely. A longtime member of SGS,
Montell has led an interesting life and even now at
age 70 has no shortage of enthusiasm.

It all began on the farm he now works with one of
his sons. Originally homesteaded by his grandfather
Justus Wellington Seely, Il in 1877, Montell and his
son still raise sheep and cattle on the same 160 acre
homestead. But he didn't always want to be a
farmer. He started college interested in a career in
teaching physical education.

“At the end of that first year | decided that wasn’t
for me, so | changed my major to agriculture,” he
said.

But after another year of college he realized he
already knew much of what he was being taught, so
he returned to the family farm and focused on
building up the operation buying sheep and cattle.
Then he had something of an epiphany.

“When | was 29 | was still single and | woke up
one morning and decided I'd better find a wife,” he
said. “So | decided to go back to Brigham Young
University because that's where all the pretty girl's
were.”

He registered for agricultural classes as a
camouflage to cover his true goal of finding the future
Mrs. Montell Seely. It wasn't long before he found
himself on a blind date with Kathryn Pincock.

In raising their family Montell and Kathryn have
operated with a simple philosophy: “If a man has a
deep emotional love for his family and passes it on to
his children, his children will be less likely to go down
paths that are detrimental to lifestyle, health, and
livelihood,” said Montell.

So he and Kathryn instilled their love of family
history in their six children and 15 grandchildren. In
fact, in 1996 and 1997, they followed the journey
Montell's ancestors made when they migrated to
Utah. They walked 300 miles from Navou, lll. to
Omaha, Neb. in 1996, and 1,036 miles from Omaha
to the Salt Lake Valley in 1997, and they did it with
three of their children who at the time were aged 22,
19, and 16. The kids enjoyed the experience so
much, they talked their parents into joining a similar
trek in the “Four Corners” area of the country in the
summer of 1998.

“I remember seeing Montell and his family at the
SGS reunion in Wethersfield in 1992,” said SGS
President Jim Seeley. “He and his family put on a skit
that told the story of Robert Seeley; it was very
informative and entertaining. | hope | can talk them
into doing it again in Abilene next year!”

A deeply religious man, Montell says his zest for
life and interest in history and family comes from a
bible verse: Malachi 4.6.

“My heart is turned to my father's with such an
intensity that | want to have everything that | do focus
on honoring and showing respect and love for my
ancestors,” he said. “And, as a father, my heart is
turned toward my children and grandchildren and |
want to have everything | do provide a positive
influence on my descendants.”

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SGS 20 Years Ago
Safeguarding SGS Research

In the Nov. 1984 Newsletter, then-president Robert
Cox described a project he undertook to safeguard
the research that resulted in the formation of SGS.
“September came with a bang. | took two days and
drove out to see Charles and Martha Martin in
Charles City, lowa. | have a project of copying Rev.
Osborn’s old original records which formed the
beginning of the Seeley Genealogical Society.
Charles is the keeper of the original documents and a
Seeley descendant. | returned the first half of the
records and picked up the last half. Two sets will
insure against losing them in case of fire or other
damage. The records include many letters from
Seeley descendants all over the country including
letters which we wrote to Garner Osborn many years
ago. The genealogical data has already been
extracted from these records by Esther Walter and
put on standard charts and forms, and into the first
five generations. | thought it would be nice to
preserve the original information in the familiar book
form in which Garner had kept them.”

Those documents are now kept at the Seelye
Research Center in Abilene, Kan.

Robert appointed Captain of New Haven
forces fighting against the Dutch and the Indians on
Long Island.

1655-61/2. Robert apparently returns to England.

Feb 1662. At a town meeting in Huntington, Long
Island, it was ordered that a boat be sent to
Connecticut to bring Captain Seeley to Long Island.
28 Apr 1662. New Haven General Court requests
encouragement for Captain Seeley to settle among
them.

Margot’s grandmother's half aunt Lucile Henrietta
Heness married a physician named Hiram H. Seelye
in New Haven, CT in 1888. According to his marriage
record he was born in 1856 in Hudson Falls,
Washington, NY. They lived in Amherst, MA in 1900
before moving to Key West, FL by 1910.
They had two children: Priscilla H. (1889) & Seth H.
(1891). Margot is currently working to find the
ancestors of Hiram Seelye or his children Priscilla
and Seth.

SGS Response: John Seely was able to identify
Hiram as a ninth generation Nathaniel descendant,
the son of Edward Eli Seeley (SGS # 2070). Hiram
graduated from Amherst in 1879 and is noted in the
Ambherst Biographical Record. Using this information
Margot found Edward Eli with his wife Priscilla and
children Hiram and Mary in the 1860 census for
Schenectady, NY. Edward is listed as an R.P.D.
clergyman. Does anyone know what those initials
stand for? Margot is sending her information on the
children of Hiram and Lucile to be added to the SGS
database.

found some interesting information about a Seely
from Canada who distinguished himself as a mariner
during the War of 1812. Capt. Caleb Seely
commanded the privateer Liverpool Packet from
1813 to 1815. During the war, ship commanders
were given letters of Marque from the crown,
essentially authorizing them to become pirates on
behalf of the King. | found Capt. Seeley’s letter at
http://www.chebucto.ns.ca/~jacktar/packetmarque.ht
ml. It reads in part: “Whereas, by His Majesty's
Commission under the Great Seal of Great Britain
bearing Date the 13th Day of October in the year of
Our Lord 1812, and in the 52d Year of His Majesty's
Reign, the Lords Commissioners for executing the
Office of Lord High Admiral are required and
authorized to issue forth and grant Letters of Marque
and Reprisal to any of His Majesty's Subjects or
others, whom we shall deem fitly qualified in that
Behalf for apprehending, seizing, and taking the
Ships, Vessels and Goods belonging to the United
States of America, or to any Persons being Subjects
of the United States of America (save and except for
any Ships to which license has been granted) and to
bring the same to Judgement in any of His Majesty's
Courts of Admiralty with his Dominions, for
Proceedings and Adjudication and Condemnation to
be thereupon had, according to the Court of
Admiralty, and the Laws of Nations; These are,
therefore, to will and require you to cause a Letter of
Marque and Reprisals to be issued out of the High
Court of Admiralty unto Caleb Seely Commander of
the Liverpool Packet Burthern of about sixty seven
tons, mounted with five Carriage Guns carrying Shot
of twelve, six & four Pounds Weight and navigated
with Thirty men, Under Captain Seely.” Liverpool
Packet earned a reputation as a fast and successful
prowler off Cape Cod, Boston and other American
ports. The success of this tiny raider caused
hysterical fear in American ports where newspapers,
in anger and fear, often exaggerated her success.
She was sold after the war to owners in Kingston
Jamaica and her subsequent fate is not known.
